MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING

The minutes of the July meeting were read and agreed as a true record of proceedings.

MATTERS ARISING

TREASURER’S REPORT

Ian gave a full report of the financial situation and said that income had been £317 from memberships, Eon refund, catering, a donation, MYA entries and fees from the Caravanners. Expenses from electricity, water rates, catering and quiz prizes had been £150. The club’s finances remain healthy.

The secretary had been in touch with an online advisory company and had been able to secure a new electricity contract, which should save the club around £600 next year. Our present contract runs out at the end of October and the new one will run for 12 months.

EVENTS

The MPBA Fast Electric Nationals was an excellent event and extremely busy with over 130 boats competing. As MPBA Nationals Officer, Ian Phillips thanked everyone for their help in making the event a success, particularly Sue, Ian and Lee for 3 very busy days of catering. When all monies are gathered in it is expected that the event will have brought in over £1000 for the club, the best it has ever been.

On 5th August there is a Club Sunday featuring Scale steering and Club 500’s then some members will be attending the East Riding Steam and Vintage Fair at Driffield Showground on 11/12th for a static display. 19th August is out annual Open Day and setting up the lake will be done on Saturday 18th at 2pm, any help will be appreciated. On Saturday 25th August it is hoped to arrange a bus trip to the Haydock Model Boat show, promised to be the largest in the country and interested parties should get in touch with Norman Bunford to book a seat on the bus. Sunday 26th sees the next round of Fast Electric racing with NADS and on 2nd September we have another Club Sunday with Springers and Club 500’s.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS

Dave Markham asked if a decision had been made about screeding the pump house to stop the ingress of water and the Chairman said that in committee it had been agreed to try 2 airbricks to improve the airflow and see if that helped as the general opinion was that it was caused by condensation rather than rain getting through the blocks.

John Jenkinson explained that it takes a lot of rain to get through an airbrick and it was more likely that the cold water flowing through plastic pipes in warm air was the cause.

Dave said that he was planning to change the wiring in the pump house but would not be able to do it unless the area was dry.

Geoff Figgett commented that we could put a 4” extractor pipe through the walls in 2 places which should help and he would be able to do this later in the week.

Dave said that the inside was very wet and actually dripping in places. The Chairman said that the roof has a ‘fall’ towards the back so there shouldn’t be any standing water on the roof.

Geoff will bring a generator and/or Ian Yates will bring his generator on Saturday and get the job done.

It was agreed to try again to paint the podium on Saturday morning from 08:30hrs. Ian Phillips, Steve Booth, George Roberts, Geoff Figgett, Dave and Joan Markham and Ken Thorpe will do this, weather permitting.

After the meeting a quiz organised by Dave Harkins, was enjoyed by all.
