MINUTES OF THE BMBS MEETING HELD 5TH OCTOBER 2016


APOLOGIES

MINUTES OF THE PREVIOUS MEETING
These were read and agreed as a true record of proceedings.
MATTERS ARISING
There were no matters arising from previous minutes.

TREASURER'S REPORT
The Treasurer read out the financial report for the month, with 179 full members, 41 juniors with 65% from the East Riding. Income £1052 and Expenses £2443 with the biggest chunk being from site maintenance leaving the Society in a good financial position.
EVENTS
The Events and Publicity Officer was unavailable so the Chairman deputized in his absence. 

On 21st August NADS ran its usual self and the Club Sunday also went very well and the Chairman thanked everyone for entering the Club Sunday.

ANY OTHER BUSINESS
The Chairman mentioned that the 25mm power cable will be running the kitchen with the smaller cable running the pumps and the toilet section, if we carried on using the power as we had been there could have been fire risks and possibly many more power outages on site which is the reason why the cable job had to be carried out. The pie warmer has been taken out and has left an increased space on the work surface.

It was asked if there would be additional power sockets in the boat prep area and possibly to the opposite side within the veranda, the response was positive that it could be possible.
It was asked how many times a guest can turn up and this has been confirmed as only once then they have to become a member.

It was asked how much would it cost to remove the spoil on the west side behind the trees, although no quotes have been given it has been guessed at around £4000. It was also asked why this decision had been made to remove the spoil so long after the lake was formed. 

The Chairman stated that as the club expands more parking may be required; the committee also thinks that the additional space would help with loading/unloading of vehicles.

It was asked what the situation was with the trees in getting the height reduced and the Secretary reported that we had one quote through from STS Tree Surgeons, and that he was waiting for a call from Jez Smith who had done the trees previously to visit the lake for a quote, there were a couple more phone calls to make to other tree surgeons also to get a quote.

It was asked about children being supervised and Ian Phillips said that this would be brought up at the next NADS drivers briefing, there would be no detriment to children who are behaving, but to keep an eye on the children that appear to be misbehaving either on the truck track or near the lake and are to be kept on the safe side of the fence.

It was mentioned if any of the spoil would be left after its removal for the off road vehicles to use, it was reported that it had already been thought of and that some of the spoil will be formed into a proper rock crawling area.

It has been mentioned if adults could keep cigarette ends out of the flower planters as this had almost started a fire.

It was asked where the blue bin has come from as it has appeared from nowhere, and was also asked if it could be removed off site as this bin won’t be used for recycling and appears general waste has been placed within. Alf said he would empty it and remove it out of sight.

John Jenkinson mentioned there are currently five places remaining on the trip to Warwick, Adults £22.50, OAP £21.50.
